Coming Full Circle

In support of its garden restoration project, the Umlauf keeps add-
ing to its green initiatives. As a member of the American
Horticultural Society, the Umlauf began as a xeriscape garden of
native Texas plants and trees. While beautiful, with their low water
use and low maintenance needs, they are economical as well. We
now have 25 of our most common xeriscape plants labeled so our
visitors can learn what they would like to see in their own gardens.
More recently, the Umlauf Sculpture Garden was certified as a
Backyard Wildlife Habitat by Texas Parks & Wildlife.

The new Hayes and Kay Pitts Wedding Pavilion is constructed from
permanent materials that will require less maintenance, providing a
sustainable trellis accompanied by native limestone benches.

Additionally, all museum-sponsored events, including The Umlauf
Garden Party, have begun using recyclable products, from invitations
to serving ware, and we are continually increasing email communi-
cations with supporters and visitors.

Art historians recognize Charles Umlauf as one of the
foremost sculptors of the 20th century. His works grace the
beautiful Umlauf Sculpture Garden & Museum, located
adjacent to Zilker Park in the heart of Austin.

In 1985, Charles Umlauf and his wife, Angeline, donated the
sculptures in the garden and museum to create a sculpture
park for their beloved city. Through the effort of extremely
dedicated members of the community, the museum building
was constructed and grounds beautifully landscaped with
private funds on city land. The Umlauf, a successful partner-
ship between the Friends of the Umlauf Sculpture Garden and
the City of Austin, celebrates its 19th anniversary this year.
